AN ACT

To exempt the National Voting Rights Museum &
Institute from the payment of any state income tax and any
state, county, and municipal sales and use taxes.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. The National Voting Rights Museum &
Institute is exempt from the payment of any state income tax
and any state, county, and municipal sales and use taxes.

Section 2. This act shall become effective for the
tax years beginning after December 31, 2009, following its
passage and approval by the Governor, or its otherwise

becoming law.
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
